The Colville Business Council extended the partial shutdown of the 
tribal government and additional public safety orders through midnight, 
September 30.

These public safety orders include:
• prohibition of public gatherings or cmaping in groups of
10 or more people,
• a stay at home order for residents of the Colville Reserva-
tion
• prohibition on non-essential business activity on the
reservation
All outdoor recreational activities such as camping, fishing,
hunting, and hiking are permitted only for tribal members and their 

immediate families who are all residents of the Colville Reservation.
The closure of the Colville Reservation to non-essential visitors con-
tinues to midnight on December 31, 2020 as previously ordered.

Fines will be imposed for violations of these restrictions.
