NESPELEM - The Colville Tribal Emergency Oper-
ations Center asks community members to continue to 
practice social distancing.

While our numbers remain low, we have prevented a 
widespread outbreak by following social distancing pro-
tocols. However, we know COVID-19 continues to be a 
threat to our communities. 

We had our most recent case this week as a reminder of 
this continued threat. Colville Tribal Public Health 
officials have reported the individual remains in isolation. 
Three others current are in quarantine as they await test 
results.
